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1) Structure, composition of the life world of “name of the particular cultural form”
Try to give a concise and comprehensive description of the specific cultural form you work on with respect to the principal characteristics of the life world of a social actor (course 1 and 2):
Ask yourself:

1) what are the typical social networks, functions and status relevant for your cultural form ?

4) what are the specific and typical activities that may characterize the life world of your cultural form ?

5) what are the most typical symbolic objects, products, realizations of this world ?

6) what are the common history, traditions, original myths,  … that characterize the historical destiny of this world ? what are the typical temporal agendas ?
7) what are the most typical, symbolic, … places occupied by this actor ?

Don’t forget :
1) Try always to give examples that illustrate and prop your description !!!
2) Scan the web in order to find already existing works, reflexions, projects concerning your own work, discuss and quote them !!!

2) The language culture peculiar to “name of the particular cultural form”  
Try to describe the specific linguistic culture of your object in referring to course 3
Ask yourself:

1) what is the specific language (are the specific languages) of this culture, in which sense it is specific (lexical, genre, …) ?

2) how it differs from a common language (such as a given natural language) ?

3) is it possible to determine a diglossic schema within this culture ?

4) how multilingualism is managed in this culture ?

5) may we detect in this culture kinds of (formal or non-formal, implicit or explicit) language policies ?
6) is it possible to detect in this culture a kind of creolized language form ?

7) what is the relationship between written and oral language ?
